The Hindi phrasebook gives a few very formal replies and uses the rest for the questions 
about children, and family which is the big subject in small talk.The invitation section in Hindi also feels less sociable. 
The other phrasebooks in the Essential series tell you how to invite people to the movies, dancing and colloquial ways 
to accept or refuse an invitation. The Hindi version doesn't give too much of a way to reply to invitations in the way 
the other phrasebooks do and where it does, it's not as natural as the other books in the series.You even have a more 
detailed Romance/Intimate conversation section if you needed it.
